What you can do as a passenger:

▪
before the check-in consult the staff of the airline and speak out against the planned deportation of the current flight. Make the staff aware, that you don’t accept, that the airline deport people against their sake and that (for example torture/murder/tracking of the affected is imminent). Make it clear that a deportation isn’t a regular transportation, but also a violent act that already has been killed deportees on board of passenger planes of the federal police. 
▪
before the departure of the plane, you can contact the captain and ask him to cancel the deportation in regard of humanitarian and flight safety reasons. You can go to the cockpit or ask the staff to get the captain. The captain has the authority and is responsible for the safety of passengers. Therefore he can stop the transport of passengers if they won’t it voluntarily. 
▪
protest on board loudly, to attract the attention of the other passengers. As long as you not sit down and not strap on, cannot start the flight. Advertise that you don‘t flight anymore with (name of the airline), if they won’t leave the business of deportation.  


▪
take contact with (name of the person) in the airplane. Nobody can’t forbid it. Ask her/him, if she/he needs support. Don’t accept the use of force against her/him of the federal police. You can obtain, that the policing powers of the officers legally end with the closing of the doors of the plane. Document the processes on board, if possible with photos or videos. 
▪
if the deportation of (name of the person) carried out, observe what will happen in (name of the city) with (name of the person) after arrival at the airport.  
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No one is illegal.
